Telling black stories in a way white folks
could understand as well, country music was not only a salve for
its own dispossessed people, it offered common ground in a
divided land and the possibility of grassroots reconciliation.
Packed with rare photographs and memorabilia and including a
detailed discography, Buried Country offers a fascinating
account of the growth of this vital force in Aboriginal culture
and its role in changing Australian society.
